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A Note from Brad about Our Building Discussion… 
 
Session has called a congregational meeting for 10:45 on Sunday, September 20th to discuss our                
building issues.  That Sunday, we will have one, blended worship service at 9:45, with Sunday School 
for children and youth; adult Sunday School classes will decide as a group if they want to have their 
class or attend worship. 
 
To review the building issues before us, let me remind you of some of the details: 
 

• The costs of repair of the building are much higher than expected, $1 million+ 

• We have received a grant from the State Historic Fund (SHF) and are able to apply for a second 
 grant; the cumulative value of the two grants will be approximately $450,000. 

• If we accept these grants, the church must enter into a covenant with the SHF to not change the 
 building’s exterior for 50 years (first grant) or a perpetual covenant (second grant). 

• There are three options before us: 

ο Accept the SHF money with the easement restrictions, 

ο Reject the SHF money and raise the necessary funds ourselves, 

ο Sell the building and move to a different location. 
  

At the congregational meeting we will share many views and opinions but vote on only one issue: 
should we accept the $217,462 grant from the SHF and covenant with them not to change the exterior 
of our building for 50 years?  If we vote yes on this question, then conversation about whether or not 
we should sell the building and move to another location is essentially finished.  If we vote no on the 
above question, then we enter into the next phase of conversation: do we stay here and raise the money 
for repairs ourselves, or do we explore the “sell and move” option?  Should the question before the    
congregation receive a negative vote, this next phase of conversation cannot be decided at the same   
congregational meeting as our polity allows only for issues included in the call of a meeting to be           
decided at that meeting. 
 
To prepare for our congregational meeting, there will be two town hall meetings.  The first town hall 
meeting, which will take place on Friday, September 11th at 6:00 p.m., will include Nan Anderson, the 
architect who conducted our historic structure assessment. The second town hall meeting will take 
place as part of our kick-off breakfast on Sunday, September 13th following the 10:30 worship service.  
In addition to these two town hall meetings, Session has mailed to each home a letter detailing costs and 
issues related to the decision before us. Session’s letter reviews in detail: (1) the background to this 
situation; (2) the financial costs of each option; and (3) the missional consequences of each option.  
Please read, review and pray over this letter! 
 
As we enter into a time of difficult discussions as a church family, I ask you to pray for one another 
that God’s Spirit will guide all others to where their minds cannot go, for what their hearts cannot 
bear, to hear the message only God can give.  Of course, if we all pray in this manner, most of those 
prayers will be for you.
