Mother’s Day was born of the dream of Mrs. Anna Marie Reeves Jarvis, who
worked for the development of such a memorial for half a century. After her
death in 1905, her daughter, Miss Anna Jarvis campaigned for the creation of
an official Mother’s Day in remembrance of her mother and all mothers living
e b OF dead. In 1908, Anna asked the congregation where her mother had attended

= 2 Wl place at Andrew's Methodist Episcopal Church in Grafton, West Virginia and in
a department store auditorium in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, where Miss Anna

Jarvis was present. The West Virginia event drew a congregation of 407 and Miss Jarvis provided

white carnations—her Mother’s favorite flower—to be shared with the members. One carnation was
given to each son and daughter and two carnations were given to every Mother in attendance.

In 1914 Woodrow Wilson, President of the United States, signed a resolution passed by Congress
confirming and setting aside the second Sunday of May to be observed annually as Mother’s Day.
Andrew's Methodist Episcopal Church exists to this day, and now serves as the International Mother’s
Day Shrine.

History of this event was supplied through the memoirs of Hannah DeWoody Proudfoot and Claude S.
Proudfoot who were members of Andrews Methodist Episcopal Church of Grafton, W.V. They were
the grandparents of Bil Heath and the in-laws of Becky Proudfoot both members at First Presbyterian
Church, Pueblo, CO.

Praised for his dazzling artistry, impeccable technique and
imaginative programming by audiences and critics alike, he maintains
a rigorous performing schedule that takes him to major concert venues
across America, Canada and Europe.

A few of his performances include appearances at Grace Cathedral,
San Francisco; Philadelphia’s Verizon Hall; Spivey Hall; Walt Disney
Concert Hall and the Cathedral of Notre-Dame in Paris.

A native of Ontario, Canada, Mr. Cowan received a master’s degree
and artist diploma from the Yale Institute of Sacred Music, where he
studied organ with Thomas Murray. Prior to attending Yale, he
graduated with a bachelor’s degree in music from the Curtis Institute
of Music in Philadelphia, where he studied with John Weaver,
Currently, Mr. Cowan serves as assistant professor of organ at
Westminster Choir College in Princeton, N.J., where he is the only
full-time organ teacher and maintains a full studio.

It's only about a short drive from Pueblo to downtown
Colorado Springs. This concert is a very rare opportunity
to hear an organist of this caliber. | hope you will consider
taking advantage of this experience!
